Write down the rules, then work backwards through them to find out what the missing number must have been.  The first one is done for you.  
1) I think of a number.  I double it.  I then add 1 and my answer is 5.  What was my number?

      5  - 1  = 4

                4  ÷ 2 = 2
          So the missing number was 2.  

2) I think of a number.  I multiply it by 3, then add 7.  My answer is 13.  
3) I think of a number.  I multiply it by 5, then subtract 4.  My answer is 6.  

4) I think of a number.  I multiply it by 4 and take away 10.  My answer is 14.  

5) I think of a number.  I multiply it by 5, then add 1.  My answer is 1.  

6) I think of a number.  I take away 2.  My answer is - 4.  

7) I think of a number.  I multiply it by 2, then I add 3.  My answer is 1.  
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
